including a fee for respondin;g to a false alarm or for a fire code inspectioﬁ;

WHEREAS, the District desire to adopt a reasonable fee for responding to a false alarm
and to provide for its enforcement in furtherance of protecting the health and safety of
those residing within the territory of the District and in furtherance of preventing fires

and medical emergencies;

It is, therefore, ORDAINED, RESOLVED AND ORDERED by the Board of Emergency
Services Commissioners of Williamson County Emergency Services District No. 3 that:

Section 1. FINDINGS

The foregoing recitals are hereby found to be true and correct and are hereby adopted as
findings of fact and conclusions of law by the Board of Emergency Services
Commissioners of Williamson County Emergency Services District No. 3, and made a
part hereof for all purposes.

Section 2. DEFINITIONS

A. “Alarm System™ means any mechanical or electronic device that either by
audible sound and/or silent signal is to activate emergency services, whether a
monitored system or not.

B. “Building” means any structure intended for use as a habitation or residence, a
commercial building, or for use in a purpose of trade, manufacture, ornament,
or other use, including a single premise of whatever nature or use or street
address served by an alarm system or systems that are under the control of a
person or entity.

C. “Commercial Building” means a building that is used for some purpose or
trade.
D. “District” means Williamson County Emergency Services District No. 3, its

agents, representatives, volunteers, or employees or any of its contracted
service providers.
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
